circumstances involving only the emission of any noise.

(i) it results in actual or potential loss or property damage of an amount, or amounts in
aggregate, exceeding $10,000 (or such other amount as is prescribed by the regulations),
and

(b) loss includes the reasonable costs amkpsges that would be incurred in taking all reasonable
and practicable measures to prevent, mitigate or make good harm to the environment.

6.5 Minimising harm to persons on the premises

Emergency response and management plans are provided at all visitors and staff thraudiyix the
induction process. All visitors on site shall be escorted at all times and should follow the directions of
their host or other site personnel in the evergroémergency.

6.6 Actions to be taken during or immediately after a pollution incident
